If the company is able to win more new work, this should be reflected in an increase in the 

turnover, or the amount of work progressed.

Identifying and securing new work ensures that the turnover (monies earned) across all jobs progressed is healthy.
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Turnover is required to grow the business, but managing jobs in progress as profitably as possible 

is the key to improving the value of the business.

progressed, which improves the profit margin on the job.
